Know Your Important Legal Rights: A Guide for Victims

If you have been a victim of any crime, know that it is not your fault. You have several
important legal rights to ensure your safety, dignity, and access to justice.
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1. Receive a copy of the FIR: You are entitled to get a free copy of the First Information Report (FIR).
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2. Medical care: You have the right to free medical examination and treatment if you are injured or need
medical help.
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3. Report the crime: You can file a Zero FIR at any police station, regardless of where the crime took place.
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4. Give statement at your place of convenience: You can record your statement at a place where you feel
safe and comfortable.
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5. Receive information: You have the right to regular updates on your case progress, court hearings, and
outcomes.
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6. Protection: In case of sensitive and heinous crime police shall protect the victim from further harm,
threats, or harassment.
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7. Anonymity (in sensitive cases): Your identity and personal details must remain confidential, especially in
sensitive or traumatic crimes.
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8. Compensation: As per specific Acts and Laws, you have the right to financial compensation for physical,
emotional, or financial losses caused by the crime.
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9. Speedy trial: You are entitled to a timely and efficient trial process without unnecessary delays.
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10. Be heard: You have the right to express your views and concerns during legal proceedings.
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11. Support: You can access counselling, psychological support, and free legal aid to help you through the
process.
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Know Your important Legal Rights: A Guide for Children in Conflict with Law (CCL)

If you're a child in conflict with law, know that you have legal rights. You have the right to:

v Be treated with dignity and respect: Treated fairly and with compassion throughout the process.
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v" No handcuffs: Police can't use handcuffs on you.
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v/ Separate custody: You're kept separate from adults in custody.
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v Inform parents/guardians: Inform your parents/guardians about your detention.
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v" Medical examination: You can get a medical examination if needed.
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v Right to bail: To get bail, keeping in view the gravity of offence.
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v Legal aid: Get free legal help and representation.
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v Information: Know about the charges against you, the process, and your rights.
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v" Produce before JIB: To be produced before the Juvenile Justice Board (JJB) within 24 hours of
apprehension.
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v’ Protection from abuse: Be protected from physical or mental abuse.
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v/ Separate trial: Be tried separately from adults.
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v’ Speedy trial: Have your case heard quickly.
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v" Rehabilitation and reintegration: Get help to reintegrate into society.

v Protection of identity: Keep your identity confidential.
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v Special protection measures: Get special protection if you're vulnerable
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Know your Important Legal Rights: A Guide for Arrested Accused Person

If you are an arrested accused person, know that you have some legal rights. You have the right to:
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- Information regarding arrest: Police must inform one of your relatives, friends or other persons
about your arrest and place of detention.
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- Right Against Self-incrimination: You cannot be forced to confess or give evidence against yourself.
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- Legal aid: Get free legal help and representation if you can't afford it.
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- Information: Know about the charges against you, the process, and your rights.
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- Apply for Bail: You can seek bail based on the nature of the offence.
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- Inform about charges: Police must inform you about the grounds and reasons of arrest and charges
against you.
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- Produce before magistrate: Police must produce you before a magistrate within 24 hours.
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- Medical examination: You can get a medical examination done while in custody.
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- Access to lawyer: You can meet your lawyer while in custody.
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
